“(5) those who succeed to the interest of the named insured by operation of law as distinguished from purchase including corporate or fiduciary successors.”

Otherwise, this endorsement is subject to all of the terms and provisions of the policy and of any prior endorsements.

NOTE FOR TITLE OFFICERS - DELETE BEFORE ISSUING: This endorsement is issued on a very limited basis with underwriter approval. A Homeowner’s Policy is limited to "Natural Persons". This endorsement permits the policy to be issued to an entity which is not a natural person, such as a corporation, limited liability company or partnership. Underwriters will approve issuance on a case-by-case basis, such as where an individual is purchasing a one to four family residence and wishes to take title in the name of their own separate entity, or where a corporation purchases property as housing for employees.
